from cars, walls, not under or near trees or overhanging objects.
 3 Place bins with wheels facing the house.
 3 Do not overload your bin (lid needs to be able close) or make it too 

heavy (no more than 70kg).
 3 DO NOT place Household Hazardous Waste (eg. batteries, 

chemicals) or hot ashes in your bin.
 3 Ensure the correct items are placed in the correct bin. For more

Households are entitled to 

any combination of three skip bins per financial year (excludes commercial and 

industrial premises). Both the general and green waste skip bins are 3 cubic metres.

 » If a bin needs to be emptied by the City of Kalamunda due to misuse, the resident will be 

responsible for all costs incurred

 » Day of use is the day following delivery, book gardeners or help accordingly. For more
